A  birgy bit is a piece of floating ice, generally less than 5m above 
sea level and not more than 10m across. It is generally of glacier ice, 
but may be a massive piece of sea ice. Bergy bits may sound cute, 
but they can still be dangerous to ships because they are harder to 
see than large icebergs.
